In the 1980s, participants pushed the pension giant TIAA-CREF (TC) to set up a socially responsible fund, the Social Choice Account. Since then, after our continued lobbying, TC added positive screening and shareholder activism to influence corporate behavior. Our long-term advocacy for low-income community development has led TC to increase its investments there. 

We are still lobbying for TC to make further commitments to community development and to invest in companies pioneering socially responsible products and services. Through our efforts, TC has improved its standing on issues of social responsibility, but still has a ways to go. This effort has been endorsed by academic and activist groups, and individuals like Howard Zinn and Noam Chomsky. It has been covered by national media like the New York Times and Business Week. But its strongest source of power is YOU!
We are also part of a wider coalition of national groups pressing TIAA-CREF to use its considerable shareholder power to influence six corporations involved in irresponsible behavior (Coke, Wal-Mart, Costco, Chevron, Phillip-Morris/Altria, and Nike) and to buy no World Bank Bonds.
 ▪ CONTACT TC. Ask them to invest Social Choice Account funds in low-income community development and in social venture capital for companies pioneering socially responsible products/services; and to use shareholder advocacy to influence the companies listed above. Thank them for their efforts, but urge them to do more. If you are a participant, let them know.
